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Installing the 307 Protector Panel Flame Guard

1. Position the flame guard (860130582), see Figure 1, to the bottom rear of the 307 connector aligning the
through hole on the flame guard to the second tapped hole on the left and right ground bar as shown in
Figure 2.

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2. Using one of the #10-32 x 0.25 pan head screws (900506882) for each side, attach the flame guard to the
307 connector as shown in Figure 3.

Note: Ensure that the flame guard rests flush with the bottom of the connector. This may require slight
force when aligning the bracket as the flame guard is designed with a slight interference fit with the
rear bracket of the 307 connector.
